B-A COUNCIL OF CHURCHES 2025-2026 SCHOLARSHIP
As in the past, the Council has agreed to award the eligibility
for the scholarship to those who are presently enrolled in an
accredited undergraduate program and are presently in their
second or third year, entering their third or fourth year; or
enrolled in a seminary program.
To qualify for the scholarship, one must be a practicing mem-
ber of a participating faith community of the Bellwood Coun-
cil of Churches.
